PUBLIC COMMENT VIA ZOOM

An individual (Mary Lee Avia) asked:

Concerned with the apparent that townhomes are exempt from any open space
and many of the other requirements. My concern is that this would encourage
developers to build townhomes without any of the other considerations.

Rob Zoeller: We are talking to our economic consultant about what might be more
likely to be built and if there are more restrictions on some housing types and less
on others, then yes, that could be an issue. There was a recommendation to us
that we do need to look closer at townhome standards specially design, and try to
compare those to what we have for the other housing types. There have been
recent changes to State law that specifically affect townhomes and we are still
processing those internally and we would have to make sure that whatever we
propose is in compliance with that change in State law as well. That’s a valid
concern and we can put some more thoughts into that.
